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Statement of Purpose
St. Andrews at The Eagles

The purpose of this Architectural Review Guidelindanual is to assist home purchasers to
understand the criteria used to review and appativieew homes as well as exterior alterations to
all existing homes and lotwithin St. Andrews. Standards have been establisbedhaintain a
measure of quality and consistency throughout theeldpment, and as the community matures, a
standard to which the community should always mébése standards are not intended to stifle
individual creativity.

This Manual provides a means to preserve the emwiemt of St. Andrews as well as the
exclusiveness of homes to be created within thght@rhoods to which this Manual applies.
Adherence to the standards contained within thisddawill contribute to the continuation of the
inherent and natural attributes of the communityaakighly desirable place to live and to the
protection of property values.

Member’s obligation with respect to Architecturabr@rol is outlined to both Associations as
follows:

Eagles Master Association:

Article VIII of Amended and Restated Declaration @bvenants, Restrictions and Easements for
the Eagles Master Association affirm an Architeatu€ontrol Committee (ACC) and that all
owners of property shall be bound by the decisaiithe ACC. Furthermore, approval by the ACC
is required for any improvement or structure of &igd, including, without limitation, any
building, fence, wall, swimming pool, tennis cowt other grass court or structure, screened
enclosure, water or sewer lines, drain, mailboxlarsenergy device, decorative building,
landscaping, landscape device or object or otherarements planned to be commenced, erected,
placed, or maintained upon any lot or dwelling unfny addition, change or alteration thereof or
thereto may not be made unless and until the ppegifications and location of the same shall
have been submitted to, and approved in writingheyACC of the Eagles Master Association. The
Master Association has a Design Review Manual gtagdition is available on the website or from
The Property Group of Central Florida (813) 855286

St. Andrews Village Association:

Architectural Control was handed to the Associabgrihe Eagles Ltd.

ACC shall mean the Architectural Control Committee.

The Board or ACC shall have the absolute rightpprave or disapprove said plans which must be
sent to the Association at the address on the &gqipdin Form.

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Properly exercised, this design review manual stwitrol, create and preserve an attractive livable
community, as well as protect property values.

All authorized exterior changes are delineatedeapasate policies and procedures found in this
manual. Each homeowner must refer to the resmegqolicies and procedures of The Eagles
Master Association and St. Andrews at the Eaglesrwgubmitting requests for exterior changes.

ALL HOMEOWNER APPLICATIONS MUST BE IN WRITING AND & ACCOMPANIED BY
THE RELEVANT SUPPORT DOCUMENTATION:

y) lanais and conversion of lanais

z) patios and other concrete pads

aa)extensions or the additions of rooms or porches

bb)changes to the roof

Any subsequent changes to submissions before angdwonstruction shall follow the same
submittal guidelines (application with support do@ntation & materials) as a new submission and
be approved prior to commencing with the changay éontradiction between building jurisdiction
requirements and this document shall be governethéystricter of the two requirements. Any
contradiction between the Master Association Destgwiew Manual document and St. Andrews
Village Design Review Manual document shall be goed by the stricter of the two documents.

Neither the ACC, nor any member thereof, nor it/ dauthorized ACC representative, shall be

liable to St. Andrews At The Eagles Associatiortaany owner or any other person or entity for
any loss, damage or injury arising out of or in avgy connected with the performance or non-
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performance of the ACC’s duties, unless such damsaggury is due to the willful misconduct or
bad faith of a member.

Applicants are solely responsible for determinirtgether the completed improvements described in
the approval comply with all applicable laws, rulesgulations, easements, codes and ordinances;
including without limitation, zoning ordinances,bslivision regulations and building codes. The
St. Andrews Board of Directors and ACC shall hawgdiability or obligation to determine whether
such improvements comply with any such laws, rukegulations, codes or ordinances.

If, following its review of the plans and specifimmns submitted to it the ACC disapproves such
plans and specifications, the ACC shall adviseldh@wner of the portion or items thereof which
are found to be objectionable. In the event thelener corrects the objectionable portions, such
owner may resubmit the plans and specificationspa®cted, for approval. Should the ACC fail to
either approve, disapprove or request additiorfalrimation to process the request, the plans and
specifications submitted to it by a lot owner withthirty (30) days after submission, then ACC
approval shall not be deemed to be required in swgthnce; provided, however, that no building or
structure shall be erected or be allowed to remaiany lot which violates any of the Covenants or
Restrictions contained in the St. Andrews at theylé€s Declaration or The Eagles Master
Association Declaration.

Applicants who receive a “denied” result may appealvriting to the Board of Directors of St.
Andrews at the Eagles Association whose decisiding and binding as long as it is consistent
with the guidelines as outlined in this manual.

Owners shall be permitted to use any of the archiral styles, setbacks, colors and color
combinations, materials, roof pitches and doors anddows that are already in use, except for
variances granted, within the community for comjmdedot types. If the community is divided into
neighborhoods of distinctive character or stylepickes may be limited to those in the surrounding
neighborhood."

When it is time for replacement of the
modification, then it will have to be replaced immanner that complies with the Design Review Maratal
the time of application.

If you have a madification on your Lot that is mampliant with the Design Review Manual and younado
have any approval documentation, then you havea98 &om the date that the Design Review Manual is
adopted to obtain approval consideration from tl@&CA If the modification is approved within thisne
frame, then it will be approved contingent that witee modification needs to be replaced that itepdaced

in a manner that complies with the Design Reviewiyd at the time of application.

e.g. rear fencing within 20ft of a lake, pond oifgmurse. Why is that?

The Developer has the right to grant variances thede have to be honored by the Association for the
lifetime of the modification if they were not appeal by the Developer to “run with the land”.

Are there any guidelines in this manual which homresrs are expected to implement and if so is agbrov
process necessary?

The Association certainly encourages all homeowteegtend to “small ticket” items to bring theiots up
to code with this manual. Specifically the follogi-

(1) Reference 9.(e)...reduce ornamental lanterns in fyard (post light) or similar to one only &
change out all non-white light bulbs existing iarft yard;
(i) Reference 9.(i)...service units (air conditionersteraofteners, pool equipment etc.) should be

landscaped to obscure street view;

(iii) Reference 11.(b)...reduce number of trellis and arb@sible from street view to one trellis or
arbor only, remove any “easy to remove” pottechifdarom street view, remove any free-
standing trellises & ensure that no more than twéotal yard ornaments are displayed and/or
are visible from street view;

(iv) Reference 14...all guidelines under this heading easily corrected with minimal expense
involved;

(v) Reference 15...all guidelines under this heading emsily corrected with minimal expense
involved.

As long as the above referenced modifications mpemented in accordance with the guidelines there

is no need to submit a request. It is fair ancdorable to expect homeowners to bring their Ladis in

compliance with the above guidelines as definatlismmanual by the end of 2008.

As this is a living document...How will homeownersiaele aware of changes?
The Association shall maintain a current Designi®&Wanual on the website at eaglesmaster.org and
in the event owners do not have access to inténeatit is obtainable from the management office.

“Modification” as used in the above applies toeadteriormodifications, changes, alterations & additions.

Requirements

1. All new homes (in the event of destruction) mudiofe the master site plan as placed on
file with the building department. No dwelling $Hzave a floor square foot area of less
than one thousand five hundred (1,500) square égelysive of screened area, open
porches, terraces, patios and garages. All dvgslighall have at least a two (2) car garage
attached to and made part of the dwelling. No tmgekhall exceed two and one-half (2 %2)
stories nor thirty (30) feet in height and be camged with a minimum of a two-car
enclosed garage (with doors), and not exceed adamugarage and said garage shall be
attached to the main structure. All residenced bhaze at least two bedrooms, two full
inside baths and the enclosed living space shatebé&ally air conditioned. All dwellings
shall be constructed with concrete (or other appdpdriveways.

2. Existing homes may not change the grade of theinlany way in which to interfere or
change drainage as originally designed for theitidar lot. Any additions, pools, or other
improvements must be designed to protect the @aigment of the land planners.

3. Driveways, sidewalks, & entry walkways:

All driveways and walkways (defined as sidewall@irdriveways to residence)
must be paved in its entirety either with concratpavers. At the location where
the driveway meets the street, sidewalk or cum ntlaterials must be flush with
each other, with no change in height. Gravel, digpping stones, mulch, asphalt,
grass or any other live ground cover, may not legl @s paving materials. Driveway
coatings including those that can create colorspatitrns (as long as the color is a
“brown” or “grey” hue); painted concrete, or staidnsoncrete are allowed, with the
approval of the ACC, except that the driveway cetepaint Behr, Solid Color
Concrete Stain #806 Pebble Gray is pre-approveddicrete surfaces. All
driveways, entry walkways, and street sidewalkg@t#e maintained weed free and
clean. Driveways may only be as wide as the gar&geeet sidewalks must be
maintained as originally installed four (4) footdei four (4) inch thick, concrete
sidewalk seven (7) feet from the edge of the cutbreding all the way across the
front of the lot from lot line tolot line. Entmyalkways must be 2 to 3 ft wide.

3. (a) Side yard property walkway(s):
Solid concrete, asphalt or permanently installettigoous pavers are not permitted.
Only the following materials may be used for sidedywalkways : gravel, dirt,
stepping stones, mulch or similar other non-comiguimpervious surface material.
Side yard walkways shall not exceed half the wadftthe side yard or be greater
than 4ft wide. Side yard walkways must also bemta@ned in a clean and weed-free
condition.
4. Mailboxes:

All mailboxes must have a wood or virnybst (4"x4”) (vinyl posts must be identical to a white

painted wood post) and a standard (streamlsize) box. No thematic, concrete, stucco, brick,

or pictorial decorative mailboxes are allowed. Whut black standard mailboxes with natural

wood or semi-transparestain or white posts is the general standard. hthese number must

be displayed on the post and/or the mailbo® the pre-approved Eagles logo is optional.

Permanent mailbox thematic coverings are not peethliut seasonal removable coverings are

allowed. Vendors who manufacture and install apptdanailbox and mail posts are available

upon request.

5. Additions:
Any addition to a house must have the followingecia: all materials, roofing, stucco,
colors, fascia, trim, doors, windows, roof pitchdawvall height must be identical to the
existing residence. It cannot be obvious thatdatit@n was created.

All additions that can be seen from the Front $tfaed side street if on a corner lot) must
follow all of the above criteria plus the followiraglditional consideration:

A second story addition on a one-story house magmate a “side heavy” or “lopsided” front
elevation. If the addition is over the garage,ftbat upper wall of the addition must be
pushed back from the front face of the garageast|86”. Upper floor additions are preferable
if they are situated toward the rear of the home.

All additions must be constructed of permanent negewith no pre-fabricated units such as
carports, screen porches, or other rooms that@rgte-built utilizing similar materials as the
original home. This does not apply to screen célggsare for swimming pools and sunrooms
which are addressed separately.

Any additions to the front of a house that is notupper floor addition on a one-story house must
be in proportion to the existing residence andfolkll of the guidelines as set forth in this satti
and section 9 of this manual and meet all setbegiirements.

Additions & other approved structures shall noebected nearer than twenty (20) feet from a front
Street Line or side Street Line. No structure Isbalerected nearer than six (6) feet from a Side
Yard Line or nearer than fifteen (15) feet from @aRYard Line or nearer than twenty (20) feet
from the top of the bank of any lakes or other botlyater. The terms “structure”, “Street Line”,
and “Front Yard” shall have the meanings ascribgthk Hillsborough County Zoning Regulations
in effect as of the date of the recording of thelB&tion; provided, however, the term “structure”
shall not include a fence. The terms, “Side Yairtel_and “Rear Yard Line” are as used in Exhibit
attached hereto.
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a. sSunrooms

All sunrooms must be only on the rear of the horibe wall height shall not be higher
than the wall it is connected to, nor shall thef fo® higher than the roof of the house.
No flat roof or domed roof (solarium type) sunrooanse permitted. The sunroom must
be manufactured and installbg a contractor licensed to conduct business irsthie of

Florida. The sunroom must meet all hurricane nespents as set forth in the state

building code.

6. Screen Enclosures (cages)/Pools:

Acceptable frame colors are black, bronze, andevhBcreens must be black or charcoal.
The screen enclosure wall height may not exceedvtdieheight of the house where it is
attached and may not exceed the height of the hamade Screen enclosures are permitted
for pools, covered porches, and open patios inyaals or in an internal courtyard area of
the structure. The visibility of any screened emale shall have minimum exposure and
visibility from any public right-of-way and no raaluminum screening is permitted. All
pools must have a screen cage constructed at the sae the pool is constructed. All
screen enclosures for these purposes must attalbh tome. The screen enclosure must be
manufactured by a contractor licensed to condusiness in the state of Florida. The
screen enclosure must meet all hurricane requirtsmes set forth in the current Florida
building code. Above ground pools are not allowed.
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7. Other screening:
Any portion of the front of a home that faces tlreet may not be screened except for a screened
front door.

8. Roofing:

Acceptable roofing types include:

a. Minimum thirty (30) year three dimensional asplsdlingle.

b. Barrel or “S” tile roof, either clay, concrete, rakbr rubber. High gloss glazed tile is not
acceptable.

c. Concrete or clay flat tile roof

d. Other roofing materials permitted: cedar shakenglbi and slate.

e. No residence shall have flat or built-up roof excep the rear of the residence over a lanai,
porch or patio.

f. All flashing and drip edges are to be painted erforished a matching color to the surface
it is adjacent to. These materials are not teelian their galvanized state.

g. Colors: Any color that complements the color of touse is acceptable. However, no
bright, glossy, or pastel colors are acceptabléack®, brown hues, dark greens, and grays
are acceptable. Roofing material that has a mootdr is also acceptable, but there must be
a distinguishable main color to the approveaterial.

9. Exterior ornamentation

a.

Stone and Brick Accents: may be added to the hofiey must not cover more than 50%
of the front surface of a home (not including theface of the garage doors). Man made
stone and brick facing is acceptable. Stucco bisckot allowed. All facing must be
installed by a licensed professional per the Fori8uilding Code. Colors are to
complement the existing or proposed colors of irada

Banding, trim, and foam products: Additional bargliand other foam trim and accents
(brackets, dimensional bands, keystones, etc.) Imeagdded to the home. Cultured stone
trim products may also be used. No score linestuoco are allowed unless the home was
originally created with score lines as accents.l Ending around openings (windows,
doors, garage doors, archways, porch openings)nmoiagxceed 8” in width and 4” in depth.
All banding and other accents must be painted tine ¢olor of the home, unless it is a
cultured stone product, in which it can be lefitsnnatural state.

Windows: UV Protective film is permitted to be ajgol on the inside of windows on the
condition that the existing window color is notea#id by its installation. No newspaper,
aluminum foil, reflective film, nor any other matdr other than usual and customary
window treatments, shall be placed over the windofxany Dwelling.

Roof Utilities: Solar panels, skylights, pool heating panels apihgj roof vents, shall be
installed in a manner least obtrusive from stréetvv Antennas, TV and satellite dishes are
permitted in strict accordance with FCC regulatomty and preferred to be attached to the
rear or side of the home least obtrusive from strisav.

Exterior lighting: Garage pillar lighting (coachghits), garden accent lighting and entry
walkway lighting is permitted. Ornamental lanternsront yard (post light) or similar is
restricted to one only. Fencing lighting is notmp#ted on top of fences; however it is
acceptable if lighting is mounted onto inner felfitee side facing the home). A driveway
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motion activated spotlight is permitted. All lighulbs in these fixtures must be white
(seasonal lighting excluded). These guidelineswalior seasonal decorative lighting, as
long as the lighting is removed 15 days after thiedhy.

Awnings: Only canvas awnings are allowed, and apdris needed. Color, proportion, and
size must complement the home and be maintainacti@an and undamaged condition.

. Shutters: Vinyl or woodaux, or genuine wooden shutters (not stucco, siaoes, or foam)
are permitted and approval applies. Color, prapoytand size must complement the home
and be maintained in a clean and undamaged conditio

. Signs: No advertising signage is permitted. Onhg @re-approved For Sale sign or For
Rent sign (“Eagles” green & white) is permitted thie lot and may not be installed in the
area between the

sidewalk and roadway. For Sale or For Rent sigadl sbntain no wording other than “For
Sale” or “For Rent”, the name and address of onerddistered real estate broker and a
phone number of Owner or his agent. Only one canpsign is permitted per lot two (2)
weeks prior to Election Day and may not be @digptibetween the sidewalk and roadway.
Campaign signsust be promptly removed after Election Day. Inaadance with Florida
Statutes, owners may display a sign provided by #seurity company within ten (10) feet
of any entrance. Under no circumstances can agy s larger than 2'x3’.  Lots with
invisible fencing for dogs must prominently displage pre-approved “Invisible Fence In
Use” sign of size 8.5x11” when front yard invisifEnce is activated. All approved signs
must be professionally made.

Service Units: Air Conditioner units, pool equipmenater softeners, generators, above
ground propane tanks and other similar equipmeall §ie screened from street front (or
side in the case of corner lots) view by use ofrapgd fencing or landscaping.

Flagpoles: No more than one (1) flag in front loé home at any one time is permitted.
Flags (of maximum size 4’-6” x 6’-0”) shall be diaged on a portable single pole attached
to the front fagade of the house building and sbiall not be installed higher than the first
floor or higher than a single storey homes’ fromdows or front door. Flags (2 maximum,
one of which must be the U.S. Flag) attached toodaple pole may be displayed in
accordance with Florida Statute. Permanent fredstgrflagpoles are not permitted. Flags
displayed must be flown in a respectful manner maintained in a pristine condition,
removed during inclement weather and illuminatedisplayed at night.

Colors: A pre-approved color wheel and instructiomshow to use is available from the
property management office (see end of manualeiir af pre-approved colors). Swatches
are required in triplicate for all applications feon pre-approved colors. All house color
combinations must coordinate (roof, fascia, soff@)l, trim, window, and door colors).
Balustrades, Railings & Columns: Balustrades arntings are permitted. Design must
complement the home, be proportional to the resgleand maintained in a clean and
undamaged condition. Aluminum, iron, faux stoneyeal stone are all acceptable. The
railings must meet the applicable section of thaiéh Building Code. Column size shall be
at least 12” square or round, and may be tapef@alumns are to be in proportion to the
structure they are supporting.

. Entry Doors: Wood, fiberglass, or steel doors aamnitted. Glass inserts are permitted.
Wood doors may be stained or clear coated. Fiassgtioors may be stained (approval
required).

. Gutters and downspouts: All gutters and downspeh#dl be seamless aluminum white or
painted the color of the body of the house or faagainst which it is installed.

. Garage doors: Garage doors may be painted the \aggbroody color or trim color (or
white). Garage doors may have a single row of giass the top of the door only.
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10. Construction
All contractors must be licensed to conduct thekwomwhich they are completing. All
permits as required by the local building jurisitintshall be obtained. All construction
shall meet the current building code as requifdd.advertising signs of the contractors are
allowed during or after construction.

11. Landscaping

a. Street(s) visibleandscaping curbs and edging: brick, concrete, Imb&avy plastic, or
stone may be used as edging material to createlga letween planting beds and grass or
adjacent to paved areas (driveway/walkways) if pad planting bed. The edging material
must be continuous from one end of a planting kedhe other end. They must be
maintained in good and neat condition and any brakeotherwise damaged or discolored
edging has to be removed or replaced. Originakyalled and/or existing beds may not be
altered in size without approval.

b. Arbor andTrellis: A single wall trellis or arboin a front or side yard is allowed per lot.
The wall trellis or arbocan be made from pressure treated wood, metalnot. vilf it is
painted, it must be kept in good condition. Anyting, rusting, mildewing or otherwise
unsightly wall trellis or arbors not allowed. If plants are growing on the wall lieeor
arbor, they must be kept trimmed close to theistellThe largest wall trellis allowed in a
front or side yard is four (4) feet wide by sevéhfeet tall and largest arbor is same plus by
three (3) feet deep. The wall trellis or arboust be level and properly secured to the
ground or adjacent wall. No free standing treflisee permitted.

c. Statues, fountains, and yard ornaments: The laggedtornament allowed in a front or side
yard is three (3) feet wide by three (3) feet dbgdive (5) feet tall. No home may have
more than a total of two (2) yard ornaments on uisgble portion of the property. No
ornament that is thematic or of questionable t#istée nudity) or otherwise offensive to
religious, racial or other social issues is allowé@rge potted plants (i.e. trees, large palms)
are considered yard ornaments and are includeldesetrequirements. Nursery or growing
potted plants are not permitted if visible fromestr view. All yard ornaments are to be
level, secured in place, and kept in clean angplieable, working, condition.
